As You Like It - A Romantic Comedy by William Shakespeare

Rosalind is daughter of the banished Duke Frederick who was usurped by his brother, Rosalind's Uncle. She has been allowed to
stay as a guest of her uncle but has always been aware of the contempt he holds for her.

Whilst in the crowd watching her uncles wrestling champion beat and injure many an opponent her eye falls on one of the new
challengers - a young man by the name of Orlando. After seeing him become the first man to beet the champion wrestler they
have a small exchange that sends both of them away with the feeling that only comes with meeting that someone special.

Orlando is forced to leave the court after he hears of his older brothers plan to kill him and he flees to hide away in the Forest of
Arden. There he finds the banished Duke (Rosalind's Father) living with his closest friends - a band of merry men - free from the
stress of living at court and enjoying their exile.

On hearing of Orlando's escape, and as her Uncle becomes more resentful towards her, Rosalind decides she too must leave the
court and find this young man who she cannot bare to be without. With the help of her cousin, Cecilia, she dresses up in
disguise as a man and also heads for the renowned Forest of Arden. Of course it proves far more difficult than expected to find
Orlando, explain why she is dressed as a man, and express her love for him.
